CAPABLE OF HANDLING POLITICAL VIOLENCE WHICH

3. WE ARE NOW IN THE FINAL DAYS OF THE
PLEBISCITE CAMPAIGN. AT THIS STAGE, WE DO NQOT
ANTICIPATE DRAMATIC EVENTS WHICH WILL
SIGNIFICANTLY INFLUENCE THE OUTCOME. NOW

THAT PINOCHET HAS BELATEDLY RELEASED HIS
PROPOSED GOVERNMENT PROGRAM FOR THE 1989%-1997
TERM, ANY FURTHER GOC GESTURES ON THE EVE THE
VOTE WILL BE PERCEIVED AS CYNICAL MANUEVERS

AND COULD EVEN BE COUNTERPRODUCTIVE.
NEVERTHELESS, THERE ARE RUMORS THAT TWO FURTHER

4. °'STICKING TO HIS STRONG SUIT, PINOCHET IS
STANDING ON HIS RECORD OF ACHIEVEMENTS,

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OPPOSITION. EMBASSY CANNOT DISCOUNT THE
POSSIBILITY OF GOVERNMENT PROVOKED VIQOLENCE IF
ELEMENTS WITHIN THE GOC PERCEIVE THAT THE PROSPECT
OF DEFEAT AT THE PQLLS IS CERTAIN. WE DO NOT,

6. WE HAVE BECOME INCREASINGLY CONVINCED THAT
THE GOC IS COMMITTED TO HOLDING AN HONEST
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ELECTION. THE ARMED FORCES STRONGLY DESIRE
LEGITIMACY FOR THE STRUCTURE THEY HAVE IMPOSED
ON THE NATION AND BELIEVE THAT THIS STRUCTURE

HAS SUFFICIENT SAFEGUARDS, WHATEVER THE OUTCOME

FACED WITH THE REALITY OF A MASSIVE FOREIGN

PLACES DCUBTFUL BALLOTS MAY BE COUNTED IN THE
GOVERNMENT'S FAVOR, OVER THE PROTEST OF OPPOSITION

MORE LIKELY THAN A LANDSLIDE? PRINCIPALLY
BECAUSE THERE ARE STILL A SUBSTANTIAL NUMBER OF
PECPLE - 30 PERCENT IN THE LATEST CERC PCLL - WHO
ARE EITHER UNDECIDED OR UNWILLING TO STATE THEIR
PREFERENCE. ALTHOUGH IT SEEMS MOST LIKELY, AS
CERC ARGUES, THAT THIS GROUP WILL DIVIDE
SIMILARLY TO THE 70 PERCENT WHO HAVE MADE UP

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REGARDLESS OF THE OUTCOME, WHETHER TOC DEMONSTRATE
